THE NOCTURNAL COUNCIL IN THE CONTEXT OF PLATO' S POLITICAL THEORY

) What constitutes the fundamental principle of Plato’s political
philosophy is the need for political power, as well as intellectual and moral
virtue to converge in just one person, the philosopher. One such philosopher,
in the face of whom political power and philosophy coincide, is, therefore,
what constitutes the main issue of Plato’s political philosophy, a recurrent
issue seen from different angles in the entirety of Plato’s political dialogues. In
the Laws, particularly, we can see that Plato tests his hopes, for the attainment
as such a goal, on the establishment of a collective institution, that of the
Nocturnal Council, the members of which are actuated by the true values of
philosophy, and as such they are rendered capable of contributing to the
preservation and progress of the Cretan city of the Magnetes.

It is worth noting, before else, that after a brief overview of Plato’s
political dialogues, we were led to the conclusion that Plato is not
characterised by a later political philosophy, distinct from or contrasting to
the philosophy of his early dialogues or -most importantly- to those of the

later years. The laws are based on the same political principles as the

Republic and the Statesman with, indeed, very few differences among them,
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attributed not only to the criticism exercised on them, but also to The
evolution of Plato’s political thinking, partly resulting from this criticism. In the
Laws, Plato’s last political work, he depicts a community which is plausible
and feasible without necessarily disregarding the fundamental principles of
the Republic; he just modifies some of them in order to draw nearer to factual
reality. It could be argued, therefore, that the Republic and the Laws constitute
different sides of the same coin.

As for the Nocturnal Council and the part it plays on the Laws, | would
like to stress the fact that when Plato conceived the establishment of the
Noctumal Council, he envisaged as the anchor for the newly-founded city of
the Magnetes that would ensure the safe-keeping and salvation of the laws,
as detailed below. For that matter, Plato proposes the establishment of the
Noctumal Council at the end of the Laws. This proposal has its origins in
Plato’s contention that the members of the Nocturnal Council should engage in
philosophical study, a matter of significance, and nurture scientific knowledge.

As stated in the laws, the members of the Noctumal Council are
selected based on certain criteria. Age, -copccity to acquire knowledge,
disposition and habits are considered essential qualities, when deciding on
the ones merited suitable for the task the members of the Nocturnal Council
are called to perform in the state of the Laws. What is extremely significant is
the fact that in the Laws, the rulers, from whom the members of the Nocturnal
Council will be selected, do not come from a certain social class. As such,
there is no a priori exclusion of any prospective member because of his social
origins. However, the prospective members are subjected to tough and painful
assignments and ordeals before they are merited suitable to enter upon office.
We can conclude, the[_gfore, that the Noctumnal Council consists of individuals

selected to govemn the state based only on their personal capabilities.
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The establishment of the Nocturnal Council, as explicitly stated by
Plato, is associated with the salvation of the laws, i.e., the salvation of the
nucleus and the spirit of the original legislation which is, nevertheless,
characterized by oversights acknowledged by its original legislators, and
which must be brought into focus and eradicated by the members of the
Noctumal Council, as ordained. In my opinion, this matter is of significance,
but, to the best of my knowledge, it has not been properly empashised in
existing studies, and this is where this assignment draws the line. It is
advisable to emphasize the fact that the role played by the spectators, who
visit foreign cities and countries aiming at studying their legislation, is
considered essential, as on returning home, it is their duty to appear before
the Noctumal council and report on whatever came to their notice that would
prove useful in the further improvement of the laws of Magnesia. In effect, the
Noctumal Council is one of the bodies of the community, which are open to
suggestions, capable of bringing about changes and improving on the existing
legislation, and, therefore, being in position to ensure what is best for the
community of the Magnetes and its citizens.

It is evident that the Nocturnal Council of the virteous is on the alert
for the salvation on the city of the Magnetes, as previously detailed, a
conclusion reached by Athenian, as well, at the end of the twelfth Book of the
Laws: ...if only our governors are chosen with care, and rightly educated; and
being educated, and dwelling in the citadel of the land, may become perfect
guardians, such as we have never seen in all previous life, by reason of the
saving virtue which is in them (969 b 10 - ¢ 4).

As already noted, Plato tests his hopes for the better govemning of the
city on the members of the Noctumal Council, which is exactly why he lays
special emphasis on the kind of education they are going to receive, since

education, admittedly, constitutes for Plato an essential factor leading to
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progress, both on an individual and on a social level. The members of the
Noctumal Council are going to attend a full curriculum of scientific studies in
order to attain wisdom. Indeed, Plato foresees the value of the knowledge
which must be claim to by the members of the Nocturnal Council, in their
capacity as the supreme community organ, since its members are going to
participate in serious decision-making aiming at the development of the
Cretan Magnesia and the improvement of its legislation. To achieve this goal,
they need have knowledge superior to that of both the rest of citizens and the
city’s rulers.

In addition, the knowledge Plato requires from the members of the
Noctumal Council is not entirely different from the knowledge of the
Philosophers-Kings of the Republic, since most members of the Noctumal
Council come from the rulers of the city of the Magnetes. This is truly
significant, as it leads us to the conclusion that the Noctumal Council consists
of individuals who are on public office and are equipped not only with
natural aptitudes but, primarily with intellectual capabilities.

The similarities between the members of the Noctumal Council and the
Guardians of the Republic led us to the conclusion that the Nocturnal Council
is called to play a role in the city of the Magnetes similar to, but not entirely
the same with, that of the Guardians in the Republic.

The attendance of the young at the Nocturnal Council’s assemblies
leads to the conclusion that the co-operation between the young and the
senior members of the state can greatly contribute to the progress of the
newly-founded city of the Magnetes, considering that the young, who play
the role of the auxiliaries, could, in time, become the rulers of the city and,
therefore, improve on the work done, but not completed, by the senior
members of the st;te, ensuring its continvity through changes and

improvements.
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The Nocturnal Council, as its name suggests, had to hold an assembly
preferably at night-time rather than at day-time, i.e., from dawn to sunrise. The
intellectual and psychological state the individuals are in the that time favours
such assemblies; assemblies, that is, which have to do with serious decision-
making as regards the unobstructed operation of the laws and, in effect, of the
salvation of the entire city of the Magnetes.

While trying to establish a connection between the Noctumal Council
and other city councils, we were led to the conclusion that, indeed, Plato in
conceiving the ideal model of the community of the Magnetes, he took into
consideration what is granted by historical reality. While working on that
issue, we found out that the Noctumal Council bears quite a resemblance with
Plato’s Academy as well as with contemporary collective bodies, like the
Hebdomadal Council at Oxford.

The Nocturnal Council is called to embody the fundamental principle of
philosophy in the state of the Laws. That is, the role of philosophy is
connected with one particular institution, that of the Noctumal Council, whose
authorities have been accounted for with gréat care by Plato, by word of the
foreign Athenian. As such, Noctumal Council, the most impressive concept of
Plato’s last political creation, could play a significant role in the state; even
without having official political power.

Based on what has already been stated, we could draw the overall
conclusion that the Noctumal Council, as an intellectval and moral
aristocracy, constitutes the means conceived to attain the goal set by the
state, which is no other than to safeguard the original nucleus and spirit of the
laws of Magnesia, while at the same time improving on these laws, with the
aid of individuals characterized by superior philosophical knowledge and
empirical knowledge c;f the city-states. It is the duty of the members of this

Council to lay claim to and to be conversant with virtue in its entirety, and
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not only being capable of dealing with complex matters, but also to atfain
the knowledge of the one, a capability which constitutes the dominant feature
of the dialectical philosopher. These members are the chosen ones, as Plato
envisages them in the face of the philosopher and that of the dialectics,
nurtured by a school, like that of Plato’s Academy, who are called to
safeguard the institutions, to be adding to and improving on them, and to save

them from degenerating, while supervising all those who are in public office.
