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SUMMARY

Only with great difficulty could the concept of «infinity» (&met-
pov) as an expression of vastness in space and time or as an expression
of a qualitatively inderminate substance find a place within the Greek
culture, which imposes logical and visual descriptions of things and
rejects whatever cannot be accurately defined. With this in mind, the
concept of infinity must be considered as an unassimilated element of
Eastern origin, similar e. g. to the Hesiodic «chaos», which goes back
to Phoenician mythology, or as a conventional term that has no bea-
ring on the things it describes, which, as Aristotle stressed, are always
clearly delimited. But such a concept would not take into considera-
tion the realities of the Greek city and would thus relate the term
«&merpav» to the word wépag connotating negation.

If, however, the universal principle of Anaximander is associated
with the root *mep, which appears in the verbs meipw or mepdw, the
meaning conveyed by &meipov will not be that of the «unlimited» but
that of the «impenetrable», i. e. the inability of a moving object to
overcome an obstacle. Traces of this sense of the word, which is cha-
racteristic of the north western part of Greece, can be discerned until
Classical times. When the verse «3couol pév tplc téoool dneipoveg dp-
pic #yorev» appears in the Odyssey, it is not the size but the cohesive
force, which the captive cannot break out of. The same applies in the
case of Ibycus, who refers to «&¢ &mwerpa dixtva Kidmptdog», and again
in Aeschylus, who describes Clytaimnestra as throwing «&metpov duepi-
BanoTpov &Homep ixBiwv» over Agamemnon. For the same reason the
coastline of Epiros became known predominantly as "A("H)=etpog, i. e.
that which could not be crossed by the mariners, during the years of
the Ionian colonisation of lower Italy. In like manner the coast of
Asia Minor was known as «&metpoc» before being conquered and named
«Ionia» by the Ionians. If for Herodotus Darius was «Ilepséwy te nal
ndone Rretpov Bactiedon, for Aeschylus Xerxes emptied «ndcay freipov
madxa». Sophocles was to name Europe and Asia «3iscac ameipouc»,
thus inaugurating the semantic evolution of the term which came to
denote the largest contiguous parts of the globe as %reipouc (conti-
nents).

In the 6th century B. C., therefore, the word «dmeipoc» becomes
associated with the earth and especially with the earth as distinct from
the sea. By this time the nautical sense of the land had, of course,



acquired a quantitative meaning which conveys a sense of immensity,
since the absence of passage for ships led to the coast being presen- °
ted as a large expanse ; the characterisation of the coast as &nerpoc=
vast («én’ dmeipova yatovn) was in a similar manner applied to the
sea («&éw’ dmelpova mévtovm) as «mérayoc» (originally plain) was used
by the inhabitants of the lowlands («Ileia(y)oxoi»). Even so, the new
sense of &meipov does not contradict the assumption of boundaries.
Both the terms «&meipwvn or «ameipesin yala» and the terms «dmet-
pwv» or «admeipitog movrog» have a confined connotation. Geographi-
cal boundaries, in contrast to those pertaining to the sea, are so clear
cut that the expression «melpata yaine» becomes merely a formulaic
clausula of Homeric verse. This means that the «infinite» nature of
the earth does not depict it as endless, but as a limited entity, the
boundaries of which are not encroached by the «33wp». For precisely
this reason Anaximander does not oppose the terms «y¥» and «&met-
pov» but makes a substantive out of a predicate: the earth is «&met-
pov» in the sense of an expanse impenetrable by the sea.

If Thales (as a representative of the rising urban class whose
strength, corrosive of traditional institutions, was based on its navy)
considered the earth as crust with no foundations, floating on a world
predominantly made up of water, his noble «listener», Anaximander,
was to immobilise it and to impart to it a central position in
the universe : «Méanyv tc v ¥iv xciobe xévrpou TdEwv Eméyovoav». The
Ptolemaic vision of the universe was thus founded primarily by Ana-
ximander, who «mpitog étéhunse ThHv olxovpévny &v wivaxt ypadar».
The more developing seafaring community displaced the landowners
from their privileged position on the narrow (and thus inadequate to
support the increasing population) land of the coast of Asia Minor,
all the more did the resisting aristocratic tradition continue to idea-
lise «td mwavrwv doparic €3oc» as a basic prerequisite of life. On the
other hand, in a world, the members of which were in a deadly con-
flict with each other, &nzipov’ came to appear as a battleground for
an intense rivalry among beings: «Audévar yap adta Sixnv xal tiow
GAAHrote THe dduxtac xata TRy To0 ypdvov TaEiww». The consolidation,
however, of justice and of critical attitudes on a broader urban level
would, in the generation immediately after that of Anaximander and
Heraclitus, eventually lead to the conviction that things happen not
only «xat’ Zowv» but also «xatd ypewv», under the influence of an in-
tellectual factor, symbolised by the d#p at first, and subsequently by
the Advyoc.
