THOUGHTS AND IDEAS ABOUT HERACLES AND
APOLLO BY S.D. KYRIAZOPOULOS*

(Summary)

S.D. Kyriazopoulos (1932-1977), Professor of Philosophy at
the University of Ioannina, had a special interest in the ancient
Greek world. Among the many subjects that attracted his attention
were aspects of heroic and divine mythology. In this area he offers,
among other things, a radical interpretation for the hero Heracles
and the god Apollo.

According to Kyriazopoulos Heracles is the central figure in a
group of amazing men, who considered it their duty to fight for a
better way of life. Heracles becomes the personification of the rising
démos in the struggle against the Mycenaean ruling class. The ani-
mals that Heracles killed represent the destruction of the totem em-
blems of the many different dynasty households of the Mycenaean
world. The reason that Heracles could destroy the emblems of
Mycenaean power was the loss of the monopoly of the copper by the
ruling class and the widespread dissemination of the cheaper iron for
weapons. These conclusions and other details are grounded on ar-
chaeological findings, literary sources and contemporary research.

For Kyriazopoulos, Apollo is the first messenger for Greek
humanism which in its initial stage was manifested as a condemnation
of the attitudes of the aristocrats who behaved as gods and had the
tendency toward hybris or arrogance. Apollo was the god for civic
morality, since he was connected with the emerging middle class,
which managed to participate in the conduct of public affairs and, as
a consequence, adopted its moral principles of measure, moderation
and “nothing in excess”. Apollo is the god of liberty. The ambiguity
in his divinations was enough that the individual had to make the
final decision. From this point of view he did not oppose the spirit
of the political civilization of Greece, according to which man was to
create his own destiny.
