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Abstract

The impact that architectural design can have
on both the formation of sexual identity and the
expression of people’s sexuality is not often perceived in
its true dimension. Many of the spaces we experience
daily and usually take for granted quietly, and perhaps
unintentionally, contribute to the shaping of people’s
gender identity.

Through critical perspectives of gender and
cultural studies, this paper explores the active role
that architectural design plays in the construction of
gendered subjectivity through the dynamic relationship
between user and built space, revealing how gender
identity, an unstable social construct, is encoded in our
built environments. The research also examines the
relationship between architecture and homosexual
male sexuality, demonstrating the ways in which gay
men have appropriated and reconfigured everyday
public spaces, from streets to sex clubs, in the shaping of
urban life.
