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Zusammenfassung

Die vorliegende Untersuchung befasst sich mit der neuen Perspektive, welche sich seit der 80
Jahrhundert fiir Europa zeigt: Letzte involviert die Vereinigung der Europiischen Lander zu
einem Ethnos und das realistische Modell fiir Zusammenarbeit. Weiterhin erscheint sie etwas
mehr zu sein als nur die Mitarbeit zwischen autonomen und unabhingigen Lander.
Soziologisch-historisch und sachlich betrachtet setzt die Idee der Gesellschaft in Europa den
kulturellen Zusammenhang und die soziale Eingliederung voraus; demzufolge hat sie eine
groBe Bedeutung fiir die soziale Theorie.
In Bezug hierauf sind hauptsachlich folgende Themen zu beriicksichtigen:

a. inwiefern ein Uber-Nationaler Staat in der Lage ist, verschiedene Probleme der

b. inwiefern derselbe Schwierigkeiten der sozialen Eingliederung beheben kann und

¢. wiein einer solchen Uber-Nation sich die Demokratie legalisieren kann.
Unter diesen Gesichtspunkten konzentriert sich die vorliegende Untersuchung in allererster
Linie auf die Moglichkeit der sozialen Eingliederung im Europiischen Bereich, welche
notwendigerweise ein Modell voraussetzt, das die Kultur und die Kenntnisse
zusammenbringt, so daB der Mensch und sein Gewissen von dem Nationalismus befreit
werden. Des weiteren sind von groBer Bedeutung im Rahmen eines demokratischen Umfelds
neue Dimensionen der Zusammenarbeit und des Dialogs zu realisieren. Das ist auch die
Herausforderung fiir die Européische Union.
