The tradition from the ""traditional’ education
to the "'virtual' one

Abstract

The general question that is briefly addressedin this paper is if the distance education and most
specifically its more contemporary form of education. that is tele-education, could be
regarded as ideal and sufficient substitute of "traditional” education. In order to answer this
question, we suggest a thorough investigation of the role the technological means play in the
educational process. as well as the search of the compatibility of this role with the goals of
general educational planning. We emphasize on three basic and interrelated sides of the
problem: the first one can be regarded as having ontological character and refers to the nature
of human mind. The second is the epistemological one referring to the relation between
student as cognitive subject and his environment. The third is the pedagogical one, which
attributes to the learning process a moral dimension that goes beyond the one referring to a
mere transfer of information.
