Contemporary philosophy in its multiple currents (phenomenology, hermeneutics,
analytic philosophy of language) tries to reconstitute, using various conceptual
tools and interpretive methods, private pain and the “pain of the other” by opposing
the dualistic and solipsistic tendencies of modern, of Cartesian origin, conception
of bodily sentiments.
