ABSTRACT

The current postgraduate diploma thesis was drafted in order to study the potentials of
using new technologies in the treatment process in preschool children with speech &
language. The survey took place in kindergarten and had a population of 80 typical
toddlers who, for research purposes, were divided into four equal groups. A speech
and language assessment was preceded before their inclusion at speech intervention.
At the end of the therapeutic procedure, a reassessment was made to estimate the
effectiveness or not of the chosen therapeutic approach. The results encourage the use
of portable technology in the therapeutic process with limitations based on its
appropriate use by the speech therapist. Simultaneously, the research highlights as an

effective therapeutic approach the cooperation of children in groups.
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
